
1.  Measure window. It is recommended that a 1/16" margin exist between the film and the window frame. Trim image on
 paper backing or on window using a straight edge and sharp utility knife. For odd shaped windows make a paper pattern
 then trace and cut.

2. Wash the inside of the window using a household window cleaner. Artscape will adhere to smooth glass or plastic.

3. Using a sponge or spray bottle, liberally wet window with water containing a few drops of liquid detergent. This will aid in
 positioning.

4. Unroll, lay flat, peel film from paper backing starting at the cut on top. Protect image from lint.

5. Place the side that was facing backing paper (shiny side) onto the wet glass and position.

6. Starting from the center of image, use a squeegee or other smooth edge (credit card) to press out air bubbles. For added
 ease, wet front of image. Place a towel at the base of windowsill to catch excess water. Squeegee repeatedly until dry. No
 glue is needed with Artscape and should not be used.

7. Artscape comes in one size. The images can be used either vertically or horizontally. For large windows, match factory
 edges together like wallpaper. As a result Artscape will fit any size window.

Note:
• If the film comes in contact with itself, carefully separate it. This won't harm the image. Keep backing paper dry.
• Some window manufacturers’ warranties are voided when a window film is applied. Window film does not break glass.
 However, it can reveal or accelerate an inherent defect that is in the glass. Occurrences of breakage are rare. For more
 information, please visit our web-site at www.artscape-inc.com.

• Not recommended for use in light fixtures or near any artificial heat source.
•  Please check the dye lot number in the upper right corner of the label strip and use images with matching numbers. This
 will ensure color matching of panels.
• Do not layer Artscape window films over other window films.
• To assure that product adheres to window:
 1) Window must be clean. 2) Must be a cool, smooth surface with no texture of any kind.
 3) Shiny side of Artscape must be against the glass. 4) Do not allow film to touch window frame.

This product is intended for decorative purposes and to provide privacy. As with all color pigments it may, in time, fade.
WARNING: please keep all plastic films away from young children.
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
